On April 2, 2012, the Publix Supermarket in North DeLand closed its doors after a small airplane crashed into its
roof, sparking a fire through the rear of the store.

The reconstruction project put Publix out of business for several
weeks, and employees were temporarily reassigned to nearby
locations during the reconstruction. A short-term, stand-alone
pharmacy was created to so customers could continue receiving their
medications without interruption or transfer during this time as well.
